Day One: The Call Conference

chaplains focus on souls. They often come to minister in times of tragedy
and misfortune. Through this ministry, chaplains build relationships of
respect and trust as they model Christ-like characteristics for others to see.

Day Three: Disaster Relief:

Matthew 5:16 “Let your light shine before men in such a way that they may
see your good works, and glority your Father who is in Heaven.”

responding to disasters whether
they are in Oklahoma, in another
state or internationally. Disasters
range from familiar winter storms
and tornadoes to earthquakes on
foreign soil. Whatever the disaster, Oklahoma Baptists want to make

sure there are enough volunteers to deliver the message of hope found in
Christ.

* Pray for the protection of volunteers responding to disasters. Pray
they are physically, emotionally and spiritually prepared to face each
disaster.

* Pray for the victims of disasters and that they would find physical,

emotional and spiritual healing;

* Pray for Sam Porter, BGCO Partnership and Volunteer Missions
Specialist, and his leadership team. Pray for peace, encouragement
and endurance throughout the traumatic situations they face in
this ministry.

Day Four: Church Planting

1 Thessalonians 1:8 “For the word of the Lord has sounded forth from you,
not only in Macedonia and Achaia, but also in every place your faith toward
God has gone forth, so that we have no need to say anything.”
