How One Day Works…
Step One
Obtain the One Day Training materials which are available on CD or online at www.bgco.org/oneday. 
There are several seminar choices to choose from in each age group. Choose the seminars that best apply to your situation.
Enlist a leader in each Sunday School age group (preschool, children, youth, adults, pastor/officers) to teach at least one seminar to their peers on your training date.

Step Two
Register your church or association.

Step Three
Pick a date for your One Day Training and place it on your church calendar.
Since many churches begin a new Sunday School year in August/September, you might consider offering your One Day training during this time of year.

NOTE: On Sunday, August 28, Dr. Johnny Hunt will be leading a simulcast regarding the importance of Sunday School.   You might consider joining this webcast and then offer breakout seminars that your teachers will lead.

Step Four
Conduct your One Day Training. A sample schedule might look like this:

Meal (30 minutes)
General Session (simulcast with Dr. Johnny Hunt)
Breakout Seminars led by your own Sunday School leadership (60 minutes each)

Step Five
Provide feedback. Let the BGCO know about your One Day Training, your attendance, and how we can continue to improve One Day.
